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I’m sure everyone would agree that arriving late is not a good start to the school day and, whilst I acknowledge that circumstances can sometimes be out of a parent’s control, I believe there are many times when arriving late could be prevented. 

Please put yourself in your child’s position if you are entering the playground when the rest of the school has gone in:

· he or she is inevitably going to feel rushed and unprepared and perhaps even agitated and apprehensive. 

· he or she knows that the rest of the class will be settled and will have begun their morning activities and that they will be the centre of attention when they enter the room; this makes many children, as it would with an adult, feel uncomfortable.

· he or she knows that the teacher will need to stop what they are doing and go over instructions or guidance once again creating a disruption to learning for all.
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Teachers pick up from the playground at 8.50am; although the registration period is until 9.00am this is to allow for classes to come in, hang coats and bags up, be registered and choose their dinners. By 9.00am this is done and the school day is well and truly underway with many children having already completed their morning challenges and begun their learning.

The school gates close at 9.05am. Parents should be off the premises by then. 

If you do arrive after 9.00am you must take your child in through the front entrance where they will be recorded as late.

Most families can get here on time, but unfortunately a number do not; sadly this is often the same children each day so leading to regular missed learning and an unsettled start. 

Please support your child’s positive start to the day as well as their learning and get them here for 8.50am. If you are struggling in any way with getting your child in to school please speak to me, your child’s teacher or Mrs Jean Dobson, Reception teacher and Family Support Worker.
